Dear commercial property owners and business representatives, 
 
As you may have heard, I have been working to increase the amount of recyclable material actually being recycled in the City of Minneapolis for some time now. Far too much material that could be recycled, composted or reused is ending up in land fills or is being burned in our downtown Minneapolis garbage burner.
 
One of the options I am currently working on is an ordinance that would place recycling requirements on commercial property owners.  Minneapolis already requires that recycling be offered to every resident. Many other cities also require recycling at commercial properties.
